FURTHER RESOLVED, that the fiscal year of the Company shall end on June 30th of each calendar year.
Board of Directors and Officers
RESOLVED, that the management of the Company is vested in the Board of Directors (the “Board”) pursuant to Article IV of the Company’s by-laws.  The Board shall have authority and discretion to manage, control and administer the business and affairs of the Company.  
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board hereby elects the following individuals to the offices of the Company set forth opposite their names and to hold such offices and to serve at the pleasure of the Company until their successor(s), if any, are duly elected or until their earlier death, resignation or removal:

Taxes and Permits
RESOLVED, that the Board hereby directs the Secretary to register the Company for Federal and State tax returns, and to register for any local taxes and/or permits that may be required in the state and local jurisdictions where the Company is conducting business.  

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board has determined that obtaining tax-exempt status is in the best interest of the Company, and so hereby directs the Secretary to begin researching tax-exempt status with Federal and State revenue authorities and to prepare any required filings.
